My dear parishioners, 
 
This weekend we celebrate Laetare Sunday, or ‘Rejoicing 
Sunday.’ It is rather similar to Gaudete Sunday in Advent. We 
are permitted to wear Rose vestments, to decorate the altar 
with flowers, and to ‘brighten up’ as we are now halfway 
through Lent. It is also a good chance for us to reflect on how 
our Lenten resolutions can bring us the joy of getting closer 

to God! Lent is not meant to be a ‘sad season.’ Rather, there should be a 
spiritual joy beginning to flow as we get closer to God in this sacred season! 
 
Are you wondering what our schedule week for Holy Week will be? 
Everything will be as usual, except Thursday to Saturday will be different: 
Holy Thursday - 7 PM Mass (which recalls the last supper and the washing of 
the feet) 
Good Friday - 11 AM and 3 PM liturgies (11 AM liturgy is slightly more for 
younger families) 
Holy Saturday - 8 PM (The Easter Vigil celebrates Easter and welcomes our 
newest Catholics!) 
Easter Sunday - 9 AM, 11 AM, and 4 PM (going Saturday also fulfills the 
Sunday obligation!) 
Please note that there is no 5 PM Mass on Holy Saturday - we are not 
permitted to celebrate a Mass that early. Rather, the instructions for the 
Easter Vigil in the Roman Missal note that it is to begin after the sun has set. 
This ancient vigil goes back to the beginnings of Christianity. 
 
Also, our holy week liturgies will include some wonderful music, so I really 
encourage you to make it out! Plus, it is the ‘holiest week of the year!’ 

Thank you again to all those who helped prepare for our parish pasta 
dinner! May God reward them! 
 
As we continue Lent, how is this season helping you to get closer to God and 
love Him with your whole heart? Don’t forget to make use of the print 
resources in our gathering space, formed.org and other great resources to 
make the most of this beautiful and sacred season! 
 
March 21/22 is our Share Lent Collection, and we invite you to share 
generously as part of your Lenten Almsgiving! Share Lent is a way that our 
Diocese helps support those in need around the world, and your generosity is 
appreciated!
